o  Workshops must avoid any affiliation with a commercial product or service.

Complete proposals must be submitted no later than July 15, 2009. INCOMPLETE AND/OR LATE
PROPOSALS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.

e Proposed topic must not duplicate program content identified by the Convention Program
Committee in the 2010 Topics to Avoid List.

e Proposals must adhere to the Meeting Honoraria/Expense Policy/Complimentary Registration
Policy, as it will be strictly enforced.

e Proposal acceptance is contingent upon approval by the Convention Program Committee.

o Duetoanincrease in proposal submissions and size of the convention facilities, all proposals
may not be accepted. In this situation, topics will be selected based on the organization of the
Workshop, quality of content and significance of the material to the NATA membership.

o Workshops accommodate between 100 - 150 certified athletic trainers, certified students and
NATA associate members.
o Eligible registrants may attend only one Workshop.
