YPC NATIONAL DISTINCTION AWARD 
Changes to the YPC National Distinction Award were discussed. ATEP OUTREACH 
Project proposal was submitted.  This project will ask YPs to travel within their districts to present a power-point presentation that outlines professionalism, considerations for post graduation decisions, resources available to YPs and leadership opportunities. YPs would do this with the help of a Power Point presentation. The project was voted on and approved.  The powerpoint was discussed, work will begin immediately.
TAKE FIVE VIDEOS 
Project proposal was submitted to create regular and recurring 4-5 minute educational/informational videos that address areas including but not limited to the following: Professionalism and workplace issues; tips from the field, YP specific concerns, athletic training related issues and competency-related skills. The goals are: to provide educational & engaging material to Athletic Trainers & AT Students; to increase usage of the NATA website; to keep current on issues and topics relevant to athletic trainers; to create a project that inspires YP athletic trainers to participate by sending in their own take 5 video; to communicate with the association regularly and effectively. The project would start taking shape in October with initial filming coming Nov. 1. The proposal was approved.  Project leaders requested that YPC members submit video ideas over the next couple of weeks and start thinking about how the material will be edited and submitted.
