APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM AUG. 27, 2010 CONFERENCE CALL

NATIONAL DISTINCTION AWARD

Project leaders asked if there were any changes to the existing document. There were no changes. The award document revisions were approved.

ATEP OUTREACH

Each district representative would recruit people from his/her district to give the presentation and that it would be better if it was somebody from outside that ATEP. The committee was encouraged to use local resources (ATs for pro teams, high schools, clinics, etc.) The committee clarified that a letter, sent the program director to ask permission to give the presentation, could be from the individual but as a representative of the YPC. It was also determined that the person giving the presentation could change/shorten the power point to fit the individual need and time frame. Volunteers should be encouraged, however, to make sure the original concept is followed as closely as possible. The committee discussed the survey, given to the ATEP directors after the presentation. A deadline of Oct. 6 was given for committee members to provide Jay Sedory with feedback on the survey. The committee is to provide the following: goals for each district, number per state the YP hopes to reach and number of YPs who would be involved in the project outside of the committee. Deadline was set at Oct. 8.
TAKE FIVE VIDEOS

Carissa, a leader in the project that would bring a 5-minute video to the web each week, reminded that committee that the steps to making this successful include developing a release schedule and getting the footage approved. The goal is to have about eight videos finished before loading to the Web. Carissa and Alex agreed to work together on a release schedule immediately.

COMMUNITY SERVICE

A leadership team would be broken into two parts: the promotion leading up to the event as well as the game-day part of the event. Jessica would be in charge of game-day. Ashley would handle PR. Kim pointed out that Carissa will be used as a consultant. Kim brought up the issue of room sizes. The YP Lounge at the annual meeting in 2011 is 3,000 square feet. The student lounge is 5,000 square feet. There is also the possibility of using a parking lot to hold the event. The committee expressed concern about using a parking lot because of the heat and possibility of rain. The committee agreed that they would like to have a separate room, at least 5,000 square feet.
