5. �Have fun! Even though this is a convention 
for professional development, it’s still a fun 
event. Make sure to enjoy the time there and 
explore the city!

6. �Attend the student-focused programming 
sessions, be engaged in the lectures and ask 
lots of questions.

7. �Don’t just attend the sessions about the 
topics you’re most interested in and “good at.”
